e Students may be picked up at 8:30pm in the parking lot outside of the soccer
field. We ask that parents and siblings remain in vehicles.

Hand Hygiene and Respiratory Etiquette

removed.

e Hand sanitizer and tissues will be made available on the soccer field and
throughout our outdoor campus during the event.

e The event will be held outdoors, we ask that students be prudent of their distance
from one another, keeping 6 feet away at all times.
