Position Description

● Recruit and train both adult and student retreat leaders. Provide formation for all retreat leaders as well 

● Assist adult and student leaders with preparation of retreat talks and small-group facilitation 

 
Mission Trips and Pilgrimages 

● In partnership with the Director of Campus Ministry and Student Life, design mission trips intended to serve  

a diverse audience in a variety of locations 

● Promote mission trips to students, staff and families 

● Recruit adult volunteers to assist with trips 

● Create trip itinerary in collaboration with mission partner 

● Collaborate with nurses to ensure proper dietary and health needs are met 

● Serve as primary adult chaperone on all mission trips 

● Coordinate college visits with alumni 

 

Community Service 
● Promote service program to students and families, including online resources and email communications, 

informational meetings and direct invitations to serve (students) 

● Collaborate with area churches and non-profit organizations to identify service opportunities for students 

● Help students create a plan to reach annual service goals 

● Provide customer service to students and families with questions regarding service program 

● Coordinate school-wide service opportunities 

● Recruit student volunteers for various Guerin Catholic events, such as The Providence Fund Dinner
